Note: Must be escorted by their parent, or approved 

guardian after 1700 hrs. Approved guardian must provide

2.3.1.4.2. Japan personnel must present an official GoJ Government photo ID (e.g., JID card or Lost JID Memo, 

Japanese Driver License, Japan passport, Japan National Police Agency (NPA) ID card issued to NPA 

personnel, Japanese Military ID, GoJ Ministry of National Defense ID, other GoJ Government Ministry official 

ID). With the exception of the passport, all forms of ID must display the individual’s full official Japanese ID 

(JID) number.

2.13.3.5.1. Non-Japanese, including U.S. citizens, will use their national passport, GoJ Resident Alien Card, or 

GoJ Alien Registration Card for identification purposes and verification of the visitor’s nationality.

2.13.3.5.2. Japanese civilians, over the age of 18, will use their Japan Identification (JID)card, official GoJ driver 

license, or GoJ national passport. 

2.13.3.5.3. Japanese, ages 12 to 17, may use a school pass or a Japan Registration Certificate as an acceptable 

means of photo ID. Children under the age of 18 do not require an ID, temporary pass, or registration in DBIDS, 

when escorted by an authorized DoD ID card holder with escort authorizations. However, these children are 

counted as a part of the sponsor’s escort limit.

2.13.3.5.4. GoJ government officials may use a MOFA, MoD, Japan National Police Agency (NPA), or other 

official government photo ID, as long as the JID number is displayed on the official government photo ID, in 

addition to the above listed forms of GoJ ID.

2.13.3.5.5. GoJ military personnel may use their GoJ military ID (if JID number is displayed on it), JID, GoJ

driver license, or GoJ passport.
