Of the 159 outlets initially tested, eight outlets continue to test higher
than 15 Parts Per Billion (ppb) screening level for lead which is a level designated by the
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to take action with additional testing and corrective
measures. Lead in drinking water may come from the existing plumbing inside buildings
including fittings, solder, water coolers or water faucets. Lead is more likely to be found in
drinking water when the water has not been run for an extended period of time and has been
sitting in the system.

The lead levels were higher than the EPA-recommended screening level at four classroom
bubblers in Rooms 257, 258, 259 and 262, and four classroom faucets in Room 262 (Science
Lab). After receiving the test results, we immediately took these water sources out of service.
None of the hallway drinking fountains at the school exceeded the screening level. Details on
the corrective actions we will take to reduce the amount of lead in water at these fixtures will be
discussed in an overview of results and actions to be provided upon completion. Enclosures (1)
and (2) are Complete Test Results and a Floor Plan of the elementary school that indicates the
location of the fixtures that had lead levels higher than the EPA-recommended screening level.

Exceedances in the lead program are not indicative of a public health issue, but rather the
sampling is a proactive measure for early identification of potential lead sources so that
corrective action can be taken as necessary.
